Simple assessments and treatments done by
EMS are the basis for managing traumatic brain
injury and spinal injuries. Maintaining ade-
quate brain oxygenation and perfusion is criti-
cal in head injury patients. Assessment and ap-
propriate management of spinal injured pa-
tients is equally critical. Frequently, head and
spinal injuries go hand-in-hand and EMS per-
sonnel are usually the first healthcare providers
to care for these patients. This session will assist
the EMS provider in early identification of po-
tential traumatic brain injury and spinal injury
and provide information in the appropriate
treatment.
