
PHI Air Medical – AirCare 5 takes delivery of a newer and
brighter EC-135

Weyers Cave—September 24, 2007—AirCare 5 has taken deliv-
ery of a new aircraft which replaces the original aircraft that has
been operational in the Shenandoah Valley for the last two and a
half years. The previous blue and red aircraft has been relocated
to another Virginia base and will remain part of the PHI-Air
Medical fleet serving Central and Northern Virginia. The new
EC-135 will continue to operate utilizing Night Vision Goggles;

a unique capability in this region.

“It is simply a newer aircraft displaying our national brand colors. The change in color does not alter our
commitment to superior clinical care and community support in the Shenandoah Valley region” said
Jonathan Collier, Program Director, PHI Air Medical-Northeast. “All other aspects of our service remain
unchanged—most importantly, the quality personnel that set us apart.” Another minor change to match
the aircraft is the transition from royal blue flight suits to black and yellow flight suits.

“In conjunction with our fall Safety Awareness activities – we will have the aircraft at several commu-
nity and Fire and Rescue events over the next few weeks and months. We hope this will remind the
community that PHI Air Medical is one of the largest air medical providers in the country. Serving the
community in the safest and most effective manner is our ultimate goal”, said Brett Henyon, Base Medi-
cal Supervisor.

The aircraft is an
EC-135 staffed with highly skilled Pilots, Critical Care Nurses, and Critical Care Paramedics; the team is
based at the based out of the Shenandoah Valley Regional Airport in Weyers Cave, Virginia.
